Day 1 – Arrival.   Your transfer from Guilin airport, train station or hotel will be 
waiting for your arrival to take you to our hotel in the centre of Yangshuo. Keep 
an eye out for a Bike Asia sign with your name on it! The drive takes 
approximately 90 minutes. We will meet you when you arrive in Yangshuo to go 
over any details, answer any questions you may have and fit you with bikes. We’ll 
also take you on a mini-tour of the town to point out all the essentials and offer 
some suggestions on some good things to do and the best places to eat.  The rest 
of the day and evening is free for you to explore the town. 
 
Day 2 – After meeting your local guide and making those last minute 
adjustments to the bikes, you’ll cycle along the banks of the beautiful Li River and 
through numerous local villages including the old town of Fuli, known for its old 
stone laneways and Ming dynasty era buildings. It’s a great place by the river 
here for a cup of Chinese tea before continuing cycling through farmland and 
villages on to Moon Hill. You have the option to climb up to the top of the hill for 
the magnificent views of the valley and the endless beautiful peaks for which the 
region is famous. Then it’s back on the bikes for the last leg of cycling to 
Yangshuo. You have the option of stopping in to see some of the many caves in 
the region, taking a back route through more rural scenery or fast-tracking back 
to Yangshuo on sealed roads if the legs are getting tired!  Lunch included. 
 
Cycle: 45km on a combination of dirt and paved roads with a local guide. 
 
Day 3 – Ride around the bamboo-lined Jade Dragon River, Yangshuo’s most 
scenic area, at a nice pace to stop for photos and take in the views.  Visits along 
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the way include the Ming Dynasty Jade Dragon and Fuli bridges, the bustling 
Baisha market and lunch in a Farmer’s restaurant before ending the ride in 
rural Chaolong village (one of the local area’s best located guesthouses). We will 
transfer your bags to the Outside Inn to be waiting for you when you arrive. 
Lunch included. 
 
Cycle: 35km on flat, mostly dirt, roads with a local guide. 
 
Day 4 – Today we kick off with a morning class at Yangshuo Cooking School, set 
in a beautifully renovated, mud-brick, courtyard home where you'll cook and then 
eat your own creations.  Before the class you will be picked up at your 
guesthouse to take a visit to Yangshuo market before returning to Chaolong for 
your class.  After lunch you will have free time during which you can go 
swimming in the local river, walking around all the local villages, rice fields and 
walking paths, shopping in Yangshuo or just relaxing in the gardens of the 
guesthouse.  If you want to be more active please check out our options info 
below. 
 
Day 5 - Free time to spend relaxing or shopping in town before transferring back 
to the airport/ train station.
